In Tone 3

Therefore, mankind, saved by faith,
offers You hymns of praise forever.

Moses and Elijah, talking with Christ,
showed that He is Lord of both the living and the dead;
the God Who spoke of old through the law and the prophets.
And the voice of the Father testified to Him from the cloud of light, saying:
Listen to Him, Who through the Cross has captured hell,
and has given the dead eternal life!
